In 1812, during the war of Independence, members of the Cortes de Cadiz met and passed
the first Constitution in the history of Spain.

A war for thr throne.

Fernando VIl changed the law of Succession to the throne, allowing his daughter Isabel become
queen.

When the King Fernando VIl died in 1833, his daughter Isabel was three years old, so his mother
Queen Maria Cristina of Borboun became regent.

Fernando VII's brother, Infante Carlos, wanted to be the King.
Carlos was supported by absolutists or Carlists.
Queen Regent Maria Cristina was supported by the liberals or Isabellines.

The Carlist fougth the Isabellines in the First Carlist War (1833-1839)

The reign of Isabel Il.

In 1843 Isabel was proclaimed Queen Isabel II.
The liberal politicians formed two parties:

v" The Moderate liberals.
e They were represented by Narvdez.
e The wealthy classes supported this group.
e They approved the Constitution of 1845.

v" The Progressive.
e They were represented by Espartero.
e The middle and lower clases suported this group.
e They wanted to extend liberties to more people.

After the reign of Isabel Il there was a democratic process.

The new Constitution of 1969 established a parliament monarchy.

In 1874 another group of army generals restored the monarchy.

The Bourbon Restoration.
