“ v’ Inactive population: peo \ S,
work. Children under the age of 16, retired people over
67, students and people suffering from an illness.

v Non-paid workers: people who carry out activities for
society or help in their free time (volunteers) but don’t
receive any money. They do it for free. Parents that stay
home and keep house or raise their children are also non-
paid workers.

Inflacion

The goods and services market.
The goods and services market is where people buy products and where
businesses sell them.
Producers offer the goods and services that consumers demand.

v' Market. This is where producers and consumers can exchange goods and
services.

v' Demand. This is the quantity of goods or services that consumers want to
buy at a certain price.

v" Supply. This is the the quantity of goods or services that producers offer at
a certain price.

Supply and demand.
The price of a product is the amount customers pay for the goods or services.
It depends on two following chacacteristics:

v’ Law of supply. When there is an increase in the price of a product,
producers make more of the product. They can charge higher prices for
their goods.

v’ Law of demand. Consumers buy more of a product when the price is lower.

When supply and demand are equal, the final market prices of a product is
established.

Inflation
The price of goods in the market often changes.
If there is a genral increase in trhe prices we call it inflaction.
You need more money to buy the same product tahn you needed before.
But if inflaction rises too much as a very short time, money is worth less and less.
Goverments try to stop inflation and control the prices of goods and services.
