Then they signed the Treated of Rome in 1957 forming the European Economic
Community, and today the E.U is formed by these six counties together Denmark,
Ireland, Greece, Portugal, Spain, Austria, Finland, Sweden, Cyprus, Czechia, Estonia,
Hungary, Latvia, Lithuania, Malta, Poland, Slovakia, Slovenia, Bulgaria, Romania and

All of these countries are in the Schengen (a special commercial zone with no
police or customs checks) except Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, Iceland, Ireland, and
Romania.
